• 5 TBSP melted butter

• 2 tsp vanilla extract

• 2 tsp salt

• 2 cups each of mini marshmallows, chocolate chips and lightly crushed 
graham crackers

Whisk the melted butter with the vanilla extract and kosher salt; drizzle over 
the popcorn. Toss with the mini marshmallows, chocolate chips and graham 
crackers. Spread on baking sheets and bake at 350 degrees F until the 
marshmallows and chocolate are slightly melted, about 2 minutes.

• Bank Manager: The Bank Manager is in charge of the office. They are 
there to help you and the bank employees in the office.

They do this to be friendly, but they 
also want to learn more about you so they can help you better and so they 
can help protect your account.
